Academic Activities:  

In the academic session 2019-20, 832 students were enrolled in the B.Com. (Prog.) 1st Semester, 72 

students in BBA (Prog.), 32 students in BCA , 45 in B. Com Hons and 29 students were enrolled in 

M. Com, thus making the total student strength of Semester 1st to 1010.

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Major Achievements: 

 

1. During the COVID-19 lockdown the Faculty of the College worked hard to create E-Content 

on Moodle platform and also took online classes of all semesters.
